Craig Higley, 3519 W. Willow Park Circle, expressed the need for adequate oversight of the proposed
program, the potential for sub-standard construction and safety concerns for homeowners.

Roger Gose, 113 E. 8™ Avenue, stated that he is not for or against the proposed program, but it will drive up
housing costs. Mr. Gose encouraged City Council to be thorough in their approach to the program.

Charles Snyder, 203 West 12™ Avenue, stated the need for oversight in the proposed program, if it moves
forward.

Rusty Kraybill, 424 S. Westpark Court, expressed concern regarding the cost of the proposed program.

Dan Siebert, 4110 N. Fairgrounds Road, on behalf of Stillwater Homebuilders Association, said he was not
against the current proposal and expressed concern about what private inspectors might require.

Dale Sorrell, 1521 E. 6", said he was undecided regarding the proposed program and that more work
needed to be completed before the program is ready to be launched.

Paul Minasian, 1006 S. Union Road, expressed concern regarding the expenses of the proposed program.

7. GENERAL ORDERS

a. Proposal to change the permitting and inspection process for residential (1- and 2-family) dwellings
(CC-16-130)

Development Services Director Paula Dennison displayed flow charts of the current and proposed certificate of
occupancy processes; and shared the history of building regulations in Stillwater. Ms. Dennison said the
evaluation of the established permitting and inspection process was prompted by a variety of reasons, including
the State of Oklahoma’s adoption of minimum building codes that are applicable to all jurisdictions across the
State. The proposal is to establish a third party inspection and certification system for building inspections of one
and two-family dwellings to be performed by individuals that are certified through the International Codes Council
(ICC) and licensed by the OUBCC. One and two-family building permits and certificates of occupancy would
continue to be issued by the City, but the inspections and code compliance certifications will be performed by
third party individuals.

Discussion occurred regarding application of State standards within Payne County and the corporate limits of
Stillwater; ' number of homes built and permits issued in 2015; the number of inspections performed for each
building project; permit fees charged; availability of private inspectors; reasons for considering the change in the
inspection process; the need for consistency. in all aspects of the program; further development of forms to be
used; training coordination with Meridian Technology Center; and program costs. Staff was directed to move
forward with the development of this program for presentation to City Council at a later date.

b. 6™ Avenue & Perkins Road Design Contract Amendment No. 7 in the amount of $24,603.80 for
changes to the construction documents including: $10,935.24 for pedestrian improvements, $2,991.68
to modify hardscaping aesthetic improvements, and $10,676.88 to meet conditions of landowner
agreements (CC-16-127)

Interim Transportation Director Sharla Lovern shared the history of the 6" Avenue and Perkins Road design
contract with Leidos Engineering LLC, now Benham Design LLC, which was approved on May 24, 2011.
Amendment No. 7 in the amount of $24,603.80 is for changes to the construction documents, including
$10,935.24 for pedestrian improvements, $2,991.68 to modify hardscaping aesthetic improvements and
$10,676.88 to meet conditions of landowner agreements.

The Transportation Department recommended that the City Council authorize staff to execute Amendment No. 7
to the 6™ Avenue and Perkins Road Project professional services agreement with Benham Design LLC, a
successor in interest to Leidos Engineering LLC, and authorize expenditures up to $582,926.25 for the
professional services, which includes $24,603.80 for Amendment No. 7.
