PURPOSE OF POSITION:

Collect and load into collection vehicle all garbage and trash along a designated refuse collection route on a daily basis. The position will also operate and maintain refuse collection vehicles or mechanical street sweeper and equipment as necessary for commercial and residential areas located within the City.  This position reports to the Residential/Commercial Route Supervisor.
ESSENTIAL JOB FUNCTIONS:

· Collect and place into garbage compaction vehicle for disposal all garbage that complies to rules on assigned route.

· Empty dumpster at commercial locations by pulling/pushing into position and clamping onto lifting mechanism.

· Activate and control hydraulic levers to empty hoppers pack trash and empty compactor.

· Participate in cleaning, maintenance and minor repair of collection vehicle.

· Assist driver by giving directions or directing traffic when vehicle must be backed to refuse location.

· Collect litter from alongside roadways.
· Acquire the necessary skills to proficiently operate Waste Management vehicles and equipment such as: automated refuse collection vehicle, rear-load refuse collection vehicle, roll-off container collection vehicle and grapple hook equipment.

· Operate and maintain the following equipment as assigned:
· Heavy–duty refuse collection vehicle equipped with a hydraulic packer and dump and transport refuse to the landfill. 

· Roll off truck by operating the hydraulic levers to unload and load roll off containers. Deliver and pickup roll offs and transport refuse to the landfill. 

· Operate hydraulic levers to maneuver claw on grapple to load different types of materials in roll off container to be transported to the proper destination. 

· Heavy-duty automated refuse collection vehicle equipped with hydraulic packer. Also equipped with joy stick and camera to maneuver arm to grab and service polycarts. 

· Mechanical Street Sweeper designed for sweeping roadways.

· Assist workers with the collection and loading operations.

· Perform minor repairs on equipment and conduct preventive maintenance and other duties to equipment as assigned.

· Direct inquiries, complaints, hazardous conditions or repairs concerning refuse collection services and/or street sweeping to the appropriate position.
· Perform other related duties as assigned.

EDUCATION, TRAINING & EXPERIENCE REQUIRED:

· High school diploma or equivalent.
· Training in National Incident Management System (NIMS), or ability to obtain within six months of hire.

SPECIAL CERTIFICATIONS, REGISTRATIONS, LICENSES REQUIRED:
· Possession of a valid Class B Oklahoma CDL.
· Possession of, or ability to obtain, Red Cross First Aid/CPR certification.

SKILLS, KNOWLEDGE & ABILITIES REQUIRED:

· Knowledge of proper lifting techniques to avoid injury.

· Ability to operate a vehicle in a safe manner while following all traffic laws and regulations concerning the safe operation of equipment and vehicles.

· Ability to work independently in the absence of a supervisor.

· Ability to understand and follow instructions.

· Ability to read maps and learn the geography of the street system.

· Ability to work effectively with general public and fellow employees.

PHYSICAL/MENTAL REQUIREMENTS:
· May be required to work weekends, holidays and overtime as needed.

· Perform heavy manual labor for extended period of time.

· Must be capable of lifting objects (trash receptacles to unload in truck) of up to 100 pounds.

ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS AND SAFETY CONCERNS:
· Works outside during all weather conditions.

· Requires continuous attention to safe work, surroundings and operating procedures to ensure the safety of one’s self, fellow workers and the general public.

· May be exposed to illegally dumped hazardous materials, chemicals and medical waste.

JOB LOCATION:

· Work primarily along the streets and roads in and around the City of Stillwater.

· Work is also performed at the Waste Management Department.
